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In four of the eight domains tested, our eighth graders as a group scored 100% in the following categories: One Holy, Catholic and Apostolic Church, Revelation, Scripture and Faith, Liturgy and Sacraments, and Prayer/Religious Practices. 





 Equally as impressive is the fact that in the other four categories (God-Father, Son and Holy Spirit, Personal Morality and Catholic Social Teaching, Church History, and Catholic Faith Literacy), our students as a group scored 90% and higher (mostly higher).





This is an absolutely phenomenal tribute to our teachers from Pre-K to 8, and to you, the parents. Working together, we not only have high achievers academically, but also have children who are well prepared in the faith and in morality.  What a great recipe for success for the future leaders of our country!
