English

Grade eight is diligently working their way through the verbal grammar lessons. Identifying and using participles correctly was a challenge to most of the class while the study of gerunds went a bit smoother. By the time they finish with the infinitive they should be verbal experts. 
Students used their English classes to develop and fine tune their speeches for the school’s speech contest. The topic was “If I Were President.” Many of their ideas were both thoughtful and up-lifting.

The class is currently working on expository essays explaining the cause and effect of a physical exercise of their choice.

Graduation is right around the corner and they will be busy with all the events that signal their leaving. We will miss each and every one of them. They are a very special eighth grade class.

Grade seven has been completing exercises to increase word study skills. By recognizing prefixes and knowing their meaning they are able to define words and increase their vocabularies. They have practiced expanding sentences by adding adjectives, adverbs, phrases, and clauses to short sentences. Hopefully, their ideas will become more expressive and exact in meaning. The Middle School recently wrote letters to some of our World War II Veterans. They received these letters on their return flight home after visiting memorials in Washington, D.C. In collaboration with this activity, Grade 7 recited from memory the poem “In Flanders Fields” by John McCrae.

Grade six is finishing the chapter on the recognition and proper use of adjectives. They will review for their test by taking notes to study from and doing examples on the white board. Once they complete this work they will begin their lessons on the all-important verbs. 

All 6th grade students chose a topic from their Social Studies text that was of particular interest to them. They then proceeded to gather more information from other sources than their text. After sorting through and condensing the information they developed their own expository essay. The class will share their work with oral presentations.   Nick M.

Literature/Reading

Science
