 Many times, parents will ask how they can prepare their children for these tests.  My answer is that we have already prepared them.  The most important assistance parents can give is to make sure your children get a good night’s sleep and have a good breakfast.  Most importantly, attendance and punctuality are vital.


However, if your child is ill, please keep him/her home.  We have make-up days built into the schedule.  It is very important that they arrive on time, as tardiness could affect the classroom and the testing schedule.
